Those relatively new to the use of the internet 
still do not grasp the concept of fake information over these 
platforms, reveals a new survey ‘Countering Misinformation in 
India.’ This survey has been conducted jointly by Internet and 
Mobile Association of India (IAMAI). 

 

 (2) At least 40% of the respondents believed in ‘misinformation’ received 
over social media if it came with leading backgrounds and evidence, 
while 34% of them believe the information when it is shared by a 
trustworthy organization.   

 

 (3) The dominant factor that drives people to forward such information 
is their belief that it might benefit others and help in their safety. In 
fact, that was the response of almost 50% of the respondents. This 
was compounded by the fact that at least 20% of the respondents 
expressed their lack of trust in conventional media thus their faith 
in contents shared by common people over social media.
